I am writing to invite you to enter this year’s Festival. We expect to run as shown above, but the actual start date will depend on the number of entries. The adult section Finals and Awards Night will take place on 21st July, and we will work back from that date.
The entry fee is £30.00 per play.  The fee is non-returnable unless MLT have to cancel performances. You may enter up to two plays in either section. Each entry must be supported with a separate entry form.  Completed entry form(s), script(s) and one cheque to cover all entries, payable to Medway Little Theatre should be returned to me at my home address (above) by 25 May 2012.

Photocopies of published plays are not permitted unless you have written permission from the publisher to make copies. For original unpublished plays, please see attached guide lines.
Royalties: You must provide a licence to perform any published play to reach me at least by your Technical Rehearsal. Substantial cuts or changes must be supported by written permission from the publisher/author. No licence = no performance. 

We are unable to accept scripts by email.  Please do not send scripts in folders or other containers as this increases postage costs. Please ensure that pages are numbered and stapled or otherwise fixed together.
Technical rehearsals:  All Youth Section Techs will be held 7/8 July and the Adults section over the following w/e 14/15 July. Conduct of tech rehearsals counts towards backstage/technical awards.  

Running Order: Please note on your entry form any dates you prefer. Slots will be allocated on a strictly first come first served basis. Rehearsals are held in reverse order of the performance schedule to maximise storage place.  Please keep to an absolute minimum any items you wish MLT to store. You may borrow items from MLT by arrangement with me on a date to be notified.
Juveniles (16 yrs and under): Under current Child Protection Legislation, MLT is unable to provide adequate dressing room facilities. Therefore, juveniles are not permitted to change into and out of costume on MLT premises (excluding outer wear). You are required to provide your own properly accredited chaperones to be present the whole time juveniles are on MLT premises.
Trophies: All trophies awarded are deemed to be the responsibility of the group concerned and any loss or damage will be charged to the group. If you hold a trophy from last year please return it at your tech rehearsal, or contact me as above to arrange return if you are not entering this year.
We very much hope that you will be able to join us and enjoy our friendly festival. I look forward to seeing you in the Summer.
