Rules and Conditions



	1. 
	Entry fee is £30 for each play entered.  This is not returnable under any circumstances.  Please fill in the enclosed entry form and return it to me by 30th May 2011 with your script and entry fee.  Cheques payable to Medway Little Theatre.  

	2. 
	In the Youth section of the Festival “Youth” is defined as 17 years or under.  People 18+ may take part but will not be considered for awards.  You must indicate on the entry form if anyone, including director and crew is 18+. Please note on your entry form any juveniles in an adult production. 

	3. 
	Plays entered must contain at least three speaking parts as originally written by the Author.  

	4. 
	“Play” includes improvisation provided that there is a minimum of three speaking parts and a synopsis of scenes available to the adjudicator, or a single act from a full length play provided that it stands alone.   

	5. 
	Running time is 20 to 50 minutes.  There will be a points penalty of 1 point per minute for over or under running. THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ADHERED TO AND THE CURTAIN MAY BE BROUGHT DOWN AT 50 MINS REGARDLESS OF WHETHER THE PLAY HAS FINISHED OR NOT. 

	6. 
	For youth casts under 11 years of age, the play may run for a minimum of 15 minutes.

	7. 
	You should provide your own lighting and sound technicians.  If you cannot provide technical staff, MLT technical staff will cover the performance, but this will debar you from Tech Awards.  

	8. 
	Technical rehearsal periods will be strictly adhered to.  For instance – if two entries from the same group have been allocated consecutive rehearsal periods and only one is taken up, the period used will still be one hour only.  Similarly, you may not under-run one rehearsal in order to over-run a second.  Conduct of tech rehearsals is included in the assessment for Backstage Awards.

	9. 
	You may not enter the theatre or auditorium during the tech rehearsal of any other group without permission of MLT festival staff.   

	10. 
	The Adjudicator’s copy of the script of your entry with any authorised cuts or alterations clearly shown must reach me by 25th May.  Please note:  Photocopies of published scripts are only acceptable in accordance with the covering letter.  Any cuts to the script must be authorised in writing by the publisher/author.  MLT accepts no responsibility for unauthorised cuts or alterations.    

	11. 
	You must obtain a Public Performance Licence from the publishers to reach me as soon as possible but no later than your technical rehearsal.  Please remember – NO LICENCE – NO PERFORMANCE.  

	12. 
	Standing or sitting in the auditorium other than in the seats provided is not permitted during performances or adjudications.  

	13. 
	You may borrow props/furniture from MLT by arrangement with the Festival Secretary.  

	14. 
	Trophies:  The safe-keeping and return of trophies is the responsibility of the group.  If a trophy is lost or damaged, the group will be liable for repair/replacement.  If you are holding a trophy from last year, you must return it at your technical rehearsal.  If you are not entering this year, please phone me on 07873260547) to arrange return.

	Only cast and crew of the performing groups and ticket holders will be admitted to the theatre (remember this includes Finals Nights).
